This tank is leased to you for a time period stated on your order. If you are unable to return it within the rental period/contract, please call our office to make alternative arrangements to avoid additional rental fees.  If the equipment is not returned, you are responsible for the tank replacement fees:

Intentional inhalation of helium can cause serious lung damage or death.

Helium is a natural gas. The tank is pressurized.  If a tank of helium gets punctured, thrown, falls down, or exposed to extreme temperatures it can explode and cause serious injury or death.

Installing the gauge/valve:

1. Make sure that the silver main gas valve on top of tank is all the way closed. 

2. Large Regulator with Gauge - Attach regulator by screwing the knob in clockwise. Make sure that you hold the regulator in one hand and only turn the blue or black knob.  Do not turn the entire unit or it will cause damage.  Tighten knob completely. 

Small Regulator Without Gauge – Attach regulator by turning the entire regulator unit. Do not put pressure on the gauge fixture. 
3. Open main gas valve on top of tank. If no helium comes out, your gauge is not screwed in properly. Gently re-thread the gauge and turn clockwise until screwed all the way in. 
4. Slip a balloon over nozzle.  Helium will be dispensed when the tip of the nozzle is moved gently in any direction. Fill balloon until desired size of balloon is met. Remove balloon from nozzle and tie balloon closed. 

Getting ready for transport:
1. Close valve on top of tank.

2. Gently press black nozzle to release all gas that is in the regulator.

Large Regulator - Hold the regulator in one hand and unscrew the blue or black knob with the other hand.

Small Regulator – Turn entire unit to unscrew.

3. If we have left you the metal safety cap, secure it to the top of the tank. 

CAUTIONS:

1. Do not drag, slide, or roll cylinders.

2. Use a suitable hand truck for cylinder movement. Secure tank to dolly with rope or straps.

3. Ensure the tank is secure and the metal safety cap is on during transport if provided.
